PMBC has a wide variety of rooming options and various ame-
nities. Our facilities are capable of housing 140 people in rooms 
that are suitable for families and individuals. 

Woodside & Dining Hall Suites: These 4 rooms have a  
master bedroom and sitting area, complete with bed linens. 
The sitting area contains a pull out couch for an extra person 
or two. Two of these rooms have bunk beds. These suites 
have a private bathroom with shower.

Family Cottages: These 4 motel style rooms are a single 
room with queen size bed, bunk bed and twin size bed  
complete with bed linens and private bathroom with a  
shower. 

Dormitory Style Rooms: These 4 rooms have a queen size 
bed and bunk bed in each room, complete with bed linens. 
They have a 1/2 bath with no shower or tub. There are two 
private shower stalls in the mens’ room and womens’ room 
located just down the hall. 

Woodside Cabins: These 8 rooms each sleep a maximum of 
12 via bunk beds. Each cabin is equipped with a shower, two 
toilets, and two sinks. Cabins do not come with bed linens; 
however, bed linens and towel packages are available at an 
additional rate.

PMBC includes the use of a meeting space, speaker system 
and projector/television with your retreat.

Woodside Conference Room: The perfect option for groups 
under 50. The walls are covered with windows giving you a 
glimpse into beautiful wooded areas. 

The Loft: The loft is located on the 2nd floor of the dining 
hall. This space offers a warm and cozy atmosphere  
complete with a fireplace. Comfortable seating on couches 
and cushioned chairs. This space can hold approximately 50. 

The Tabernacle: This recently renovated space can hold 
approximately 200 people. This space offers a stage, sound 
system for speaking, projector and screen and plenty of 
chairs. 

Dining Hall: capable of holding approximately 145 people 
with cushioned chairs, which doesn’t include seating that can 
be included in the loft overlooking the dining hall. 

Pavilion: A great option for outdoor meetings or picnics. 
Complete with picnic tables, capable of seating 120.

We take immense pride in the quality of our meals because we know the best conversations happen 
around the table. Choose your meal options from our extensive menu. Our choice between the basic and 
deluxe menu gives you flexibility to cater to your group’s needs. If you let us know ahead of time, we’re 
more than happy to accommodate dietary restrictions. Oh yeah, and the coffee pot is always on.

Pool: The pool depth ranges form 2 ft to 9 ft deep and includes a 
diving board and slide. Retreat groups may use the pool at their own 
supervision (no lifeguard is provided) during warmer months. 

Mini-Golf Course: PMBC has a full 18 hole miniature golf course 
tucked away under the shade of pine trees. This course is open 
during the warmer months and closed in the winter. 

Sports Facilities: PMBC has several options available for sports 
lovers including a basketball court, volleyball court, athletic field and 
a horseshoe pit. 

Recreation Hall: The Rec. Hall has room for very casual meetings, 
and space for kids to do arts and crafts or play ping pong or  
foosball. 

Nature Trail: If you enjoy nature, then this will be for you. PMBC 
offers a 1/4 to 1/2 mile easy walking trail through the scenic forest 
and wetlands. 

Bonfire Pit: Our bonfire pit comes stocked with firewood, logs and 
new benches for seating and the area is recently improved with  
gravel to avoid getting muddy after rains. Never built a bonfire  
before? That’s no problem, we’d be happy to help.

Target Sports: We have a space set up to safely enjoy archery and 
hatchet throwing in our athletic field. Target Sports require adult 
supervision, contact us for more information.

PMBC is located near beautiful state and county parks full of water 
falls, boulder fields, hiking trails and more. There are 5 ski resorts 
within thirty minutes, two indoor water parks, four outdoor water 
parks, an aquarium and the Steamtown National Historic Site.
